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'10. An additional soil boring and geotechnical analysis are needed for the proposed
retaining walls.

11. The WDNR is requiring that detailed plans for temporary causeways be included in

the construction plans instead of temporary causeways being included as conceptual
exhibits attached to permits.

12. The WDNR changed the instream work restrictions, which required additional
coordination meetings and changes to schedule and special provisions. The change
in restrictions was due to the Door County Spawning facility not operating/functioning
in 2021 due to Lake Michigan high water levels, which affected harvesting of
Chinook (King) Salmon. Racine County (Root River) spawning facility will be taking
on Chinook Salmon spawning in 2021.

'13. Assist the City of Racine in preparing the draft zoning variance for the temporary
causeway impacts on upstream flood elevations.

'14. Assist the City of Racine in preparing and the "WisDOT STP-Urban, STP-Rural,
Local Bridge, TAP and CMAQ Programs Project Change Form".

15. Addition of a Mandatory Pre-Bid Meeting to the contract.
16. The Project Completion Date will remain as December 31 ,2022 (no change).

Amendment No.6 is in the not-to-exceed amount of $48,452.09 with the City's share being

$9,690.42(20%), and the State's share being $38,761 .67 (80%).

The agreement was approved under Resolution 15-O207, dated May 19, 2015 in the nolto-
exceed cost of $398,902.13, with the City's share being $79,780.43 (20o/o) ' and the State's
share being $319,121 .17 (80%). Amendment No. 1 was approved under Resolution 1 5-
0378, dated October 6, 2015 in the not-toexceed amount of $21,587.85, with the City's
share being $4,317.57 (20%) and the State's share being $'17,270.28 (80%). Amendment
No. 2 was approved under Resolution O241-16, dated 6/2'l116 in the not{o-exceed amount
of $22,208.48, with the City's share being $4,441 .70 (20%) and the State's share being

$17,766.78 (80%). Amendment No.3 was approved under Resolution 001 0-17, dated
January 17,2017 in the nolto-exceed amount of $29,339.35, with the City's share being

$5,867.87 (20%1, and the State's share being $23,471 .48 (80%). Amendment No.4 was

approved under Resolutio n 0432-18, dated December 20,2017 , and was a no-cost
amendment. Amendment No. 5 was approved under Resolution 0428-19, dated May 7,

2019 in the nolto-exceed amount of $222,297.35 with the City's share being $44 '459.47
(20%), and the State's share being $177,837.88 (80%) The total contract cost is

$742,787.25.

Funding to defray the cost of the amendment is available in org-object 45040-57545, West

6th Skeet Bridge.

lf the committee agrees, appropriate action would be to approve the amendment and

authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to enter into the agreement.
