RE:	Proposal for WisDOT Economic Recovery (ER) Stage 2 Solicitation 

We have received a proposal from Nielsen Madsen & Barber for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), WisDOT Economic Recovery (ER) Stage 2 Solicitation.  The proposal is to apply for  application to WisDOT for eligible stimulus funding projects, survey work; and for design services if the projects are approved.

Nielsen Madsen & Barber is applying for five Federal Aide Urban (FAU) projects in the City of Racine.  Those projects are:  N. Main Street – Goold to Melvin; S. Memorial Drive – Chicory north to the city limits; Ohio Street – Graceland north to the city limits; Spring Street – Fairway east to the city limits; and Wright Avenue – Washington Avenue to Lathrop.

Task 1 is in the amount of $41,000, which includes $8,500 for the applications and $32,500 for the surveys.  Task 2 through 6  are for design services and are in the not-to-exceed amount of $150,700, if the projects are approved.  Funding for this agreement is available in the following accounts:
